
Lock Lubrication.
IMPORTANT - To ensure free movement of the lock,
spray lock mechanism & ball bearings with WD40
(or equivalent) minimum every four months.

1. Insert the dummy ring
plate or ball.

Note: If the hitch handle is in
the raised position the plate can
be used to release the handle.

2. Offer up the bottom  channel.

Note: for AKS1300 a cut out is
provided to fit around red handle.

3. Place the top box over the
bottom channel.

4. Lower the top box into position
until both sets of holes line up.

5. With the lock bolt in the
    unlocked position push it
    through the holes.
